But
now that most pet shop “doggies” come from puppy
mills, she’s recorded a new version, “Do You See
That Doggie in the Shelter,” which poignantly
describes the plight of homeless dogs everywhere:
“In each town and city across the nation, there’s so
many dogs with no home, hungry with no one to
protect them, lost in this world all alone.” We are
grateful to report that the rights to “Do You See That
Doggie in the Shelter” have been donated to The HSUS.

As part of our commitment to encourage filmmakers to take on animal issues, we
awarded a $10,000 grant to the AFI Directing Workshop for Women short feature,
The Honeysting from filmmaker Alexa-Sascha Lewin.  The short narrative follows
one man as he is pushed to his limits in pursuit of his greatest trophy. “It’s the only
short scripted feature I’ve ever seen that delivers such a powerful, important
message in such a compelling package” says HSUS Animal Content in
Entertainment program director, Ross Hammer.  Look for the announcement of the
world premiere in Los Angeles in February.
